9.  Illinois Legislative Update and Discussion items
a)  Radon Task Force update-Jeff Albertson stated that the Radon Task force code official members are Joe Baber and Himself.

The IRC 2012, Appendix F is the basis for the format that will be used for the Task force. The task force met in December and made recommendations on language and items that should be included in the requirements. The rules effectively will require a passive radon reduction system to be installed in any residential new construction after the effective date. The task Force has established that the effective date of the rules to middle of this year. IEMA in making rules may require state training. The licensure of mitigation contractors is already required; there is no plan to require licensure of installers in new construction. When meeting minutes are approved Jeff will get the information to the board.

+ Plumbing Advisory Council on Rainwater and Graywater harvesting, treatment and distribution has submitted recommendations to the IL Dept of Public Health (the IAPMO Green Plumbing Code). IDPH is reviewing the recommendation.

 

+Fire Marshall on the anticipated proposal to update the State Fire Code to the 2012 version of the Life Safety Code has not yet been published. Only a few, to his knowledge has adopted the 2012 L.S Code in Illinois.

 

+ There are 4 members of JCAR leaving which could possibly change the 

makeup of the board.
