9.  Illinois Legislative Update and Discussion items:
Jeff has asked in his letter prior to this meeting for members to provide input on the following issues.
   a) DECO proposal for 3rd party Energy Code Inspections under public utilities act

        8-103 and 8-104. We need member input ASAP in order to create a response.
b) Plumbing code proposed changes for rain water and grey water 

The proposal from IDPH and as stated by Gerald Tienstra that the IAPMO code has been approved by the Plumbing Advisory Committee, the Public Health board and is now to JCAR for rule making. Opinions are welcomed at the Public meetings. ML is requesting ICCA to take a stand quickly and respond to the proposal. All the members are concerned with the direction this is going and position paper needs to be created. Jeff Stehman will get out a mass mailing to all member organizations requesting input and that he will put together a response letter and get it to IDPH.

                 e)  Open Forum and Discussion:

ICCA Lobbyist and Funding: The discussion focused on the need for and the funding to go back to having ICCA as the communication link at the state level through a lobbyist.

· Tom Jacobs stated that NWBOCA and SBOC organizations are working together to split the costs of a lobbyist. They would support funding through ICCA.

· Lonnie Spires and Scott Chance stated that SSBOA would agree and support funding, but would like more information on what lobbyist will provide for us.

· Bruce Crowe stated that ILLOWA would support a lobbyist that would represent all organizations through ICCA. Need to set guide lines for and choose a lobbyist that meets are collective needs.

· Sonya Shearer states that IACE would support a lobbyist with more information on what benefits have been the results of having a lobbyist and more communication on a timely basis.

· Gerald Tienstra stated that IPIA would favor support of a lobbyist

· Jeff Stehman stated that CEO would support a lobbyist through ICCA.

The consensus after all of the discussion was to set up a Lobbyist Committee with representatives from all member organizations to review funding options, search for a lobbyist, and make a list of objectives/goals for the lobbyist.

Jeff Stehman volunteered to set up this Lobbyist committee and contact all member organizations and request a member to the committee.

Dan Westergaard will prepare an over view of the member discussion related to the lobbyist and forward to Jeff Stehman ASAP for distribution to members to set up the Lobbyist Committee including time and method to meet.
