+ He discussed on how to enforce the new state laws and ordinances.
+He stated that IML reviews every single bill and keeps their members informed of any issues. ICCA is now also receiving information and updates from them. 

+ The 4 legislative bills of particular interest are the following:
+ SB 3406- related to code violations has passed
  + SB 3724-proposed changes to State adoption of IECC 2012 effective date 
     change from July 2012 to  Jan 1, 2013. The bill has passed and 
     is on the Governor’s desk awaiting his signature. 
 + SB 3279- Roofing License modifications- no update 

 + SB 4665- Passive Radon Mitigation system-Code official may enforce and 

    follow IEPA passive and active Guidelines. Not signed yet.
Other issues of major interest to IML and Code officials include:
 + Proposed HB to change State pensions. Will follow this closely

 + Proposal from State Fire Marshall to adopt an Outdoor stage ordinance. 
     There was a lot of discussion related to the proposed outdoor stage 

     proposal and it centered around that the IBC and structural provisions in 

     the ICC codes as well as the code officials have the authority for
     permitting, not the Fire Marshall’s office.
    We all need to watch this one closely and provide input.
    ICCA will put together a survey and send to all member organizations.

 + Proposal from State Fire Marshall to Adopt and Enforce the NFPA 2012-

     Life Safety Code. A lot more dialogue and open communication must be 

     done with input from Code Officials and City manager organizations. 
+The JCAR committee is made up of 16 members. The committee has

8 Democrats and 8 Republicans with 9 votes required to approve anything.

+Provide identifiable differences in 2012 IBC/IFC verses 2012 NFPA 101
+Crime Free Ordinances. Schaumburg has a Crime Free Ordinance for their Multi-family Housing.

Thanks Joe for your presentation and update. We will continue to work with IML and communicate and provide our input on mutual issues of concern.

+Doug provided an overall history of accessibility codes from 1968 to

   present code as of April 24, 1997.
+ He stated that the latest Federal ADA law is the 2010 ADA document 
   signed September 15,2010 with effective date of mandatory compliance 

   as of March 15, 2012 by owners and design professionals.
+The IAC therefore must be revised to meet the 2010 ADA.  The State is 

    Close to approving a contract with a consultant to review/revise the 

    current 1997 IAC to meet the 2010 ADA as well as the ICC/IBC2012 

    Chapter 11 and the ICC/AnsiA117.1. This process from state to 

    adoption of a new IAC will take 18 months to 2 years.

+ The newest trend in accessibility is VISITABILITY- to make residences 

   accessible for visitors with a disability.

+Truncated Domes (tactile warning)-The ADA required them, but in 2004

  to 2010 the ADA, put them on reserve (suspended them) and did not
  require them. 

  The 2010 ADA now requires the truncated domes, but only at 
  intersections on public right of ways (ROW), not within the project site. 

  This means that the retail stores such as Wal-mart are not required to 

  have those 40 to 50 feet of truncated domes at the entrance to their stores.
  Tactile warnings are still required at the top of open stairs in all

  commercial   buildings.

+SB 3724-IECC 2012 went to the Governor on June 22. If not signed within 60

      days it will automatically become law.
      1. Will amend the effective implementation date of compliance to January 1, 2013.

      2. Will lengthen the timethat the Board has to review and adopt future editions of the

         IECC from 6 month and 3 month time table to I year and 6 months respectively.
 + IEMA-The State’s Emergency Response Group has a target date of August 7 to meet

    and discuss setting up by-laws. The committee is comprised of representatives from 

    ICCA, AIA, Structural Engineers,and Fire Marshall’s Office.
+The 2008 State Ordinance requires that those jurisdictions in Illinois with no model 

   code must have all residential construction in compliance with and  inspected based on 
    the 2006 IRC and the 2008 NEC

+ Last year 2011 about 100 people attended Energy Code training
+ This year 2012 about 800 people attended Energy Code training.
