4. Approval of Minutes for January 18, 2012- Motion to approve January minutes as submitted by Gerald Tienstra and seconded by Jeff Albertson. Approved unanimously. 
5. Election of Officers: After the request for nominees and asking three times for any additional nominations from the floor, the nominations were closed and the following transpired.  
     a)   Treasurer: Motion by Don Plass for Tom Pahnke for Treasurer and 

          second by Jeff Albertson. The vote for Treasurer was approved unanimously.
     b)
Secretary: Motion by Don Plass for Dan Westergaard for Secretary and    
second by Jeff Albertson. The vote for Secretary was approved unanimously.
     c)   Sergeant at Arms- position to be left open. 

President welcomed the two new board members and all those present concurred.

6. Presidents Report: Jeff Stehman stated that he was very pleased with the turnout of so many organizational representatives. This is the time for the rebirth of ICCA with the help of all those present. The payment towards the lobbyist will now be from individual organizations with ICCA paying only for the lobbyist registrations. 

 We will be working to reopen better communications with IML.
Top priorities will include the promotion of better communications with the member organizations through the Website and new email system, as well as attending meetings of these organizations. We have been working with IFIA, President Rick Marek and Jan Yates and with IACE, President Rhonda Klecz and Robert Surratt.  
Jerry Maicach was presented with a plague for his past years of service to ICCA as well as being Past President. Everyone applauded him for his award and service to ICCA.
7. Vice-Presidents Report: Jeff Albertson stated that he was working on Contact lists for Board members and member organizations and delegates. This with the website information will aid in our communications with each other.    

8. Secretary Report-No report since the secretary position was just filled today.
9. Treasurers Report:
a) Account Summary- Currently $789.28
b) Payment of $311.00 for Registration for Margaret Vaughn, Lobbyist
c) Dues from memberships-Received for this year so far 2 at $150.00
Seven more member ship letters have been sent.

d) One outstanding bill of $650.00 for lobbyist. 

10.  Illinois Legislative Update

a) IML Cooperation: Jeff Stehman has been keeping open communications with IML and is receiving updates on pending bills.
Dave Skurkis recommended that members should join their local county board and other groups such as the Northwest municipal Conference, and City Managers groups. He suggested that each organization send to ICCA

their local  groups contact information for future correspondence.

b) ICC Participation-Mentioned the letter that ICCA had sent to ICC to encourage keeping us in the loop including meetings, correspondence and other related matters to our member organizations. Bob Neale agreed to continue to keep us informed and stated that ICC has 50,000 members with 10,000 of which are code officials. These code officials are a high priority in the ICC programs and interaction is of high importance. 
c) Protocol for responding to pending legislation-Jeff Stehman stated as his recent e-mails requested that response to bills should be a single response back from the Chapter President or designee on each separate bill and then he can send a  single combined response back.

Future goal is a website response to legislation. Lonnie Spires has volunteered to set up this website protocol as well as an e-mail that will have a heading from ICCA and a regarding statement “Legislation.” Hope to have this up and running in a couple of weeks. 

Current Status of pending Legislation: 
+ HB 4496- Plumbing Code- TABLED 
+ HB 4665- Radon-still in process

+ SB 3724- Energy Code-Residential 6 year Cycle- POSTPONED, but must be

   finalized by May. Don Plass is on the Energy Committee. Lengthy discussion 

   ensued related to the pros and cons of the bill including: a. It would provide
   a little relief to the residential building that is just now coming back and
   does not need another setback: b. Would be more cumbersome on the par 
   of the code officials, since two separate code years would have to be
   reviewed and inspected.

Jeff Albertson recommended that we table further discussion related to committees until the board has time to think about them and bring back their thoughts to next board meeting. All agreed to the recommendation.
12. Old Business:
a) Update of IEMA Disaster Response Committee-Jeff Stehman said that IEMA was moving forward with the Disaster response program and more information should be coming out soon. Lisa Mattingly from IEMA sent him a recent e-mail related to the IEMA committees’ direction.

b) Lobbyist contracts with individual chapters: Margaret is currently contracting with individual organizations to fund her lobbyist efforts at the state level and ICCA will pay for her registration fees at the state.
c) Discuss By-Laws: Jeff Albertson to e-mail a copy of the last by Laws revised in May 2009 and post them on the ICCA web site. 
d) Letter to ICC: previously discussed at last board meeting and also see comment above under Item 10. b).


      e) Letters to Illinois Code Groups-No discussion

13. New Business:
a) Visits to ILLOWA, IACE and IFIA: The ICCA Board will be setting up dates to attend the organizations meetings to keep open communications and get valuable input and ideas.
IACE: IACE President Ronda Klecz stated that they were not seeing goal setting by ICCA and that legislation for their issues related to property maintenance were not addressed. Therefore paying for the lobbyist was not in their interest. Don Plass stated that many bills dealt with property maintenance and many of those bills had been passed. The ICCA board and many of the organizations present were encouraged that IACE was here today and hoped that we as organizations can come together as members of ICCA to advance our common goal of protecting the public, health and safety of our communities through a single voice at the state level.
b) Goals for 2012 for ICCA are as follows from January Board meeting.


1. Improve Communication with member organizations.

4. Working with Fire Service Assoc. on Certification of Code Officials.
